its text and tune. It describes the joyous scene that will take place when Christ returns and takes His

bride, the Church, to the heavenly banquet hall for the feast of joy and victory. (By the way, there is

When Philipp Nicolai wrote the words and melody to this hymn, in 1597, he was a German Lutheran
pastor in the city of Unna in Westphalia, Germany. While there, the city was hit by a scourge of
plague that took the lives of more than 1,300 of its citizens. This widespread death so close to home
impacted Nicolai in a profound way. It has been noted that more than once up to 30 graves were dug
for those claimed by the rat-and-flea-borne menace, and these were laid
to rest within the sight of his house, which overlooked the graveyard.
Nicolai feared he too would succumb to the disease and penned these
two hymns, as a statement of faith to be passed on after his death. (He
never did contract the plague.)

This hymn is based primarily on the Gospel for this Sunday, from Mat-
thew 2571 the parable of the wise and foolish virgins, as well as passages
from Revelation and 1 Corinthians. In short, the parable tells of ten
women, five were prepared with enough oil for their lamps, while the
other five were not. The parable in short reminds us all to be prepared
for Christédés return.

in Christ, awake from the gloom of night to see the brightness of His
light. We say to Him Hosanna, save us now, and we go with confidence with Him to the banquet hall

to celebrate the most spectacular feast ever imagined. However, the parable tells us, the five women
who were not ready, had to find oil for their lamps and by the time they got to the banquet, the gates

were closed. The hymn builds to verse 3 where all of heaven is singing. We are there, we are singing
too, no matter how good or bad we think our voice is, we are singing in perfect tune before the Lord.
There are others there too, those who have died in the faith before us, our mothers, fathers, grand-
parents all singing with us. The hymn tells us no ear or eye has ever seen the glory that we shall see
inheaven. Now | et all the heavdns adore Thee, Let sai
ing with the choir immortal, We gather round Thy radiant throne.

Please enjoy the singing of a choral version of this hymn by the massed choirs of St. Olaf College,
hundreds of singers proclaiming this powerful text:

- From the Board of Outreach -

But the good news we are called to present is that for
those who have faith in Jesus as Savior and Lord, that judgement has already fallen. Jesus took our
sin upon Himself on the cross and paid the eternal penalty no human could pay.

Hebrews 9:261 28 Esv): i But as it i s, he has appeared once
to put away sin by the sacrifice of himself. And just as it is appointed for man to die

once, and after that comes judgment, so Christ, having been offered once to bear the

sins of many, will appear a second time, not to deal with sin but to save those who

are eagerly waiting for him.o
